Girls in Scouting
From January 2007 every Scout Group in the UK will open their doors to girls in all sections. You will find some more information on this in this years annual report, but as many of you will know, on Hayling we have involved girls in the most senior section (Venture Scouts and now Explorer Scouts) since 1976.

Some facts:-

The past four recipients of the Queen Scout Award on Hayling were all girls. 

It is some years since anyone in the group completed this award, but we are hopeful to see this put right in the next 18 months.

Girls originally called themselves Scouts in 1909, but Edwardian values did not expect to see girls doing these outdoor activities, hence the formation of the Guides.
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
